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NOTIFICATION OF REQUEST FOR CONSULTATIONS
PURSUANT TO SECTION 16.1 OF PART I OF THE PROTOCOL
ON THE ACCESSION OF THE PEOPLE'S REPUBLIC OF CHINA

Request for Consultations from Turkey

The following communication, dated 4 January 2006, is being circulated at the request of the Delegation of Turkey.

On 23 December 2005, Turkey requested consultations with the Government of the People's Republic of China, pursuant to Article 16.1 of the Protocol on the Accession of the People's Republic of China, with a view to seeking a mutually satisfactory solution regarding market disruption or threat of market disruption to Turkish domestic producer caused by import of float glass and surface ground or polished glass, in sheets, whether or not having an absorbent, reflecting or non-reflecting layer, but not otherwise worked ("float glass") of Chinese origin into Turkey.


The consultations request was made following a determination by the investigating authority that Chinese origin float glass is being imported into Turkey in such increased quantities or under such conditions as to cause or threaten to cause market disruption to the domestic producer of like or directly competitive products.


The product subject to consultations is classified under the code number 7005 of Turkish Customs Tariff Schedule as float glass and surface ground or polished glass, in sheets, whether or not having an absorbent, reflecting or non-reflecting layer, but not otherwise worked.
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
